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Rumours Abound 

The rumours are abound the bar extension is all about accommodating a coffee machine 
and this will cause a delay in being served a drink, this is not the case. The extension is 
the first stage of the larger plan to update/modernise the bar to be more efficient for both 
staff and customers. We don’t have the estimated $120,000 for a “turn-key” solution so we 
must tackle it in stages. The first being moving the wall, creating a new entrance, relocat-
ing the ice machine and glass washer, installing a new sink and moving associated ser-
vices in back of house. There will naturally be a space to accommodate the coffee ma-
chine along with an extra till, more bar top space and a new clerical workstation for the 
ever increasing paper work to meet our legal requirements of operating a bar, gaming ma-
chines and TAB. The installation of a back feeding walk in chiller is included in the larger 
picture but this cannot happen until the first stage is complete. Funding via our traditional 
funding avenues is not an option. The Club must come up with the funds ourselves and 
look within. The target is set at $10,000, any size donation is welcome, $20, $50, $100, it 
all adds up. Those that donate $1000 or more will have their name incorporated in the ad-
dition. Thank you Tommy Winton, John Porter, Alex Abela, Keith Burgess and John Da-
vison for their kind donations/pledges to date. 
If the project doesn’t proceed all money will be returned. Donations may be anonymous if 
you wish.
